THERAPY BY LEFLUNOMIDE,

SULPHASALAZINE, METHOTREXATE

ON THE FUNCTIONAL PARAMETERS IN

PATIENTS WITH RHEUMATOID ARTHRITIS

Summary. Comparative evaluation of an efficacy
of the most popular disease-modifying anti-rheu-
matic drugs leflunomide, sulphasalazine, metho-
trexate and their influence on the functional fin-
dings in 45 patients with rheumatoid arthritis was
given. Account of the number of painful and swol-
len joints was assessed using the 28-joint counts
method, evaluation of disease activity by physi-
cian and patient and pain level — according to a vi-
sual analog scale; the morning stiffness duration
was also studied. Functional disability were inves-
tigated on the base of adopted Health Assessment
Questionnaire and Lee’s index. The authors have
shown, that the methods of assessment of the
functional status are effective and comfortable
instruments for the functional status study, which
is necessary to use for the determination of the
therapy influence on the quality-of-life of the rheu-
matic patients. Disease-modifying antirheumatic
drugs (leflunomide, sulphasalazine, methotrexate)
improved the patients status decreasing the count
of painful and swollen joints, morning stiffness du-
ration as well as the level of disease activity and
pain, estimated subjectively (a visual analog scale).
The most significant influence on the functional sta-
tus of patients with rheumatoid arthritis was re-
vealed in leflunomide group, which essentially de-
creased the HAQ and Lee’s index parameters, as
well as morning stiffness duration. Further studies
for the leflunomide effects explanation are nee-
ded (including the local and systemic production of
neuropeptides probably).
